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Secure Your Safety
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When an earthauake occurs, wait for it to end, protecting
yourself under a table or covering your head with your
hands. Don't go outside the building in a panic. If you are
outside, walk heading for a large open space, prolecting
your head with something like & bag.
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Initial Fire-fighting and Rescue Activities
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Earthquakes are likely to cause fires. Everyone in a
community is supposed to parlicipate in initial firefighting.
That means trying to put out a fie before it gets bigger.
Take care of injured people and others, if you can. These
activities make damages to the community smaller.
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The place to exchange information on what is
happening in the region, including fire spols and
places to avoid. These information will help you
making a decision for your next move, including
whether to go home, 10 join rescue activities and to
evacuate from the area.

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Evacuation Area
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The place to evacuate temporarily from the areas with
imminent danger, such as a fire. You can go home after the

safety of the area is ensured.
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Evacuation Shelter
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Ifyour house is destroyed by an earthqueke and you cannor live n i, you should ake a refuge
in a sheltr, You czn nd one in neerby elementay schools and junior high schocls, You can
heve food and drinks at a snelter. You can stay ovemight. You live there with other people.
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It your home is safe to live, stay at home. Join community
cooperative activities if possible, and take the best care of
your safety.
